The idea to form the Blunter Brothers happened on the evening of Tuesday 12th April 1988 after 2 of the original
members of the band were returning home from a Frank Zappa concert at the Deutschlandhalle venue in Berlin.
Formed - October 1988 Rehearsed solidly for 6 months
First gig - 5t May 1989 Surrey Hills Hotel Dorking.

The Blunter Brothers recorded a track called 'Funky Grease Piece' with Cordell "Boogie" Mosson, an original
member of George Clinton's Parliament-Funkadelic.
